Option 1: Scenic Caves Nature Adventure

Tour one of Ontario’s most premier attractions!

The Warsaw Caves Conservation Area is named for a
series of seven caves found in
the park. The caves were formed
thousands of years ago at the
end of the last ice age by the
rushing melt waters of a glacier
that covered Ontario. You'll also
find 15 km of trails with views of
the Indian River, which meander
through forests, a limestone
plain, potholes, and kettles. On
this tour you will also have the
chance to view the Conservation Area’s new facilities.
